The subterranean wonderland
of magnificent stalactite and stalagmite rock formations
extends more than two kilometres into the Swartberg
Mountains as we wind through narrow passageways and
steep stairways linking the massive caverns.

One will have
spectacular views of Knysna Heads where the 2 sandstone
sentinels that mark the mouth of the Knysna Lagoon. The
John Bennis a fully enclosed luxury ferry, beautifully appointed
with her upper and lower decks.
